


Fallen Officer Memorandium

Mesa has been fortunate not to lose an officer in the line of duty for over fourteen years. Officer safety is one of
the top concerns for the Mesa Police Association. According to the National Law Enforcement Officers Memorial
Fund, a total of 1,671 law enforcement officers died in the line of duty during the past 10 years, an average of one
death every 53 hours or 167 per year. There were 181 law enforcement officers killed in 2007. On average, more
than 56,000 law enforcement officers are assaulted each year, resulting in over 16,000 injuries.

Incident Details
Cause of Death: Struck by vehicle
Date of Incident: Sunday, November 27, 1994

Officer Pollard was killed when he was struck
by a vehicle after pulling over a suspected
drunk driver on US 60.

During the encounter Officer Pollard had a
Motor Officer respond to conduct an in depth
DUl investigation of the driver he had stopped.
While the investigation was taking place,
Officer Pollard returned to the driver’s side
door area of his patrol vehicle where he was
struck and killed by a passing motorist.

The motorist who struck him failed to stop
at the scene but was located a short distance
away by another officer. Later during a trial,
the motorist claimed to have dozed off while
driving and was unaware of what exactly he
had struck.

Officer Pollard had served with the Mesa Police
Department for 1 1/2 years and is survived by
his wife and daughter.

Marshal Peterson was shot and killed by a
theft suspect while on duty. He observed two
men attempting to steal a bicycle and he gave
chase on his own bicycle. He was shot by the two
men when he caught them at the edge of town.
Both men were eventually apprehended.

Marshal Peterson had been the town marshal
for five years.

The Mesa Police Association established
the Officer Assistance Fund to aid Police
Officers injured or killed and their families.
Contributions to the fund have been made from
generous donations and community events.

The first annual “Wing of Hope” charity event
was held August 4th, 2007 at Buffalo Wild
Wings in Mesa, where many in the community
attended and contributed. Twenty percent of
all proceeds from that day went to the Officer
Assistance Fund.

With funding from the Officer Assistance
Fund, MPA’s first annual “Operation Blue
Santa” delivered gifts to a Casa Grande
hero’s family in efforts to make Christmas
special for the grieving family. Blue Santa
made a stop to celebrate the bravery of the
late Sergeant Tate Allen Lynch of the Casa
Grande Police Department. Sgt. Lynch died
October 25, 2007, from head injuries sustained
in a SWAT Team training accident. He leaves
behind a wife and three children; (8 year old
son, 6 year old daughter and a 10 year old
daughter). MPA’s Blue Santa arrived in a
patrol car with gifts for the whole family.

With continued help, MPA wishes to expand
the Blue Santa program to help more police
families struck by a tragic loss.

Members of the Mesa Police Association took
their oath to “serve” and protect to a new
level. On Tuesday, May 13th, officers traded
in their handcuffs and badges for menus and
serving trays to assist servers at the Mesa
Riverview Famous Dave’s. Every tip that
they received was donated to Mesa Police
Association’s Officers Assistance Fund. In
two hours, officers raised $2,000.
